HOW OLD DOES MY CHILD NEED TO BE FOR CAMP?

Kids MUST be at least 4 for our in-studio camp. Kids must also be
independently able to use the bathroom.

WHAT DOES INDEPENDENTLY USING THE BATHROOM MEAN?

‘« Kids can tell the teacher that he/she needs to go to the bathroom
before needing to go

e They can go to the bathroom on his/her own. That includes being able
to remove clothing, sit on the toilet, wipe themselves, put clothing
back on, flush the toilet, and wash and dry hands.

» Is fully aware of using the toilet without reminders from the teachers
(although, teachers do make requests/remind the children at various
times of the day)

» Kids should also be able to postpone going if waiting for someone else
who is in the bathroom

o Does not rely on diapers or pull-ups




WHAT TIMES ARE CAMP DROP OFF AND PICK UP?

We ask that if there is a question or
concern, you either call or email in lieu of speaking in front of the child at the door.




CANCELLATION POLICY
